5.1.8	� to allow the Landlord and its authorised agents and workmen to enter 
the Studio upon not less than 24 hours’ written notice or at any time in an 
emergency 

5.1.9 	� to allow the Landlord and its authorised agents and workmen to enter the 
Studio: -

	 (a) 	� to inspect the condition at least once in every calendar month on the 
days advised to the Tenant prior to the date of this Agreement

	 (b)  	�to carry out work the Tenant is liable for pursuant to clause 5.1.3 but 
has failed to carry out or to remedy work that the Tenant has carried 
out without consent

	 (c) 	� to repair clean or alter the Studio whether the Landlord is legally liable

Schedule 2 of the Housing Act 1988 apply
10.2	� If the Landlord re-enters the Studio pursuant to this clause 10 then the 

Tenancy shall immediately end.  Any right or remedy of the Landlord in 
respect of any breach of the terms of this Agreement by the Tenant will 
remain in force.

10.3	� If the Tenant breaches this Agreement or fails to ful�l any of its obligations 
under this Agreement, the Tenant shall pay any reasonable costs properly 
incurred by the Landlord in remedying such breaches or in connection 
with the enforcement of those obligations.
